Official Contest Rules
Fall Active Transportation Contest
St. Thomas University – Fredericton, NB
1. Contest Period
The Fall Active Transportation Contest (the “Contest”) runs from September 16, 2025 to October 31, 2025 (the “Contest Period”).
2. Eligibility
The Contest is open to current St. Thomas University faculty, staff, and students. Employees of STU Recreation and the STU Sustainability Office directly involved in administering the Contest are not eligible to win.
3. How to Enter
Participants may enter by one or more of the following methods during the Contest Period:
1. Bike Share Membership: Become a member of STU Recreation’s Bike Share Program (5 entries). Existing members will automatically receive 5 entries.
2. Active Commute Log: Email a screenshot of your active commute to or from campus, logged on an activity tracking app (e.g., Strava, Garmin Connect, MapMyRun, MapMyRide, Nike Run Club, AllTrails) to sustainability@stu.ca. Eligible activities include walking, running, cycling (self-powered or electric), rolling (skateboard/scooter/wheelchair). Maximum of 2 entries per day.
3. Active Transportation Photo: Email a photo of yourself riding self-powered or electric wheels within the municipality of Fredericton to sustainability@stu.ca. Eligible activities include cycling, skateboarding, scootering, or wheeling (wheelchair). Maximum of 15 photo entries during the Contest Period.
No purchase necessary. Membership is optional and free entry methods are available.
4. Prize
There are two (4) prizes to be won:
· Two (2) $50 Radical gift cards
Prizes are non-transferable, non-refundable, and must be accepted as awarded.
5. Winner Selection
On or about November 4, 2025, two (2) eligible entries will be randomly selected from all eligible entries received during the Contest Period. The odds of winning depend on the total number of eligible entries received.
6. Winner Notification & Requirements
Selected entrants will be contacted via email within 5 business days of the draw. To be declared a winner, the entrant must:
1. Respond within 5 business days of notification.
2. Correctly answer a time-limited, skill-testing mathematical question.
3. Provide proof of eligibility if requested.
If a selected entrant cannot be contacted, does not respond in time, or fails the skill-testing question, another entrant will be randomly selected.
7. Privacy
Personal information collected for this Contest will be used only for Contest administration. Photos submitted will not be published or shared without the entrant’s explicit consent.
8. General Conditions
· Limitations on entries (maximum 2 commute entries/day and 15 photo entries in total) apply.
